they are minor, moderate or major  

COMPLETE THE INCIDENT REPORT LOG IMMEDIATELY 

 
The incident logbook should be with the patrol log in the first aid room and a second incident log is in the club office 

 
All incidents forms must be entered into the incident Report Database by the approved club officer/s  

NOTIFY CLUB CAPTAIN OF ANY INCIDENTS OR INJURIES 

 
 

FOLLOW UP WITH DEBRIEFING IF 

REQUIRED 

FOLLOW UP WITH A FORMAL 

DEBRIEFING IF REQUIRED 

 
Formal critical incident debriefing 

 
All exposed personnel should be Offered a SLSA “critical 

incident information” brochure  

SUBMIT CLAIM TO WORKCOVER 

 
If it is apparent that the injury will require ongoing medical 

management, or time off work, then complete the appropriate 

claim forms and submit to Workcover  

(Injury claim packages held in club office & First Aid Room) 

COMPLETE AND SUBMIT A “RETURN 

TO SURF DUTIES” FORM BEFORE 

RETURNING TO SURF PATROL OR 

COMPETITION 
 

Obtain the form from the safety officer or club office. This 

form is to be given to your treating doctor for completion. 

This form should then be returned to your safety officer or 

club office before patrol or competition activities are 

resumed.  
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
