BRANCH AWARDS TO MANLY

The recent Sydney Northern Beaches Branch awards night was another huge success for our Club, with many Club members nominated, and the Club winning plenty. Among the nominees were Julie Isbill for Lifesaver of the Year, Trent Klouzal for Youth Athlete of the Year, Mel Pelly and Ashley Beer for Athlete of the Year, our U/15 mens beach relay team and our Life Saving team for Competition Team of the Year, Don Gain for Competition Official of the Year, Sam Tier for Rookie of the Year, and very importantly, both Matt McCann and Zane Ludlow were nominated for the prestigious Award of Courage in Lifesaving.

That last award is for the bravest rescue of the past season. All members will remember seeing details of Matt McCann’s efforts in saving the life of a badly injured girl in the USA. But few would have been aware of Zane’s efforts in a massive surf at Cronulla, after a surf carnival. The reason no-one knew is because Zane just mentioned in passing that he’d had to rescue a couple of idiot tourists who got stuck in the surf.


Well, there’s more to it than that. 8 tourists went in the surf just on sunset, despite being told that the huge surf was dangerous (our competitors said it was one of the biggest surfs ever at any carnival). Zane was packing up gear after the carnival, when he saw one of the group raise a hand for help. He headed out with a rescue tube, and battled the massive surf to reach the first person, who was by then unconscious. Zane had to do resuscitation in the water, then get the person back to shore. Having done that, he went back in for the next one. Got that one back, and by that time an IRB had been launched, and Zane directed them in the rescue of the rest of the group. Given that there were few other people around, and patrols had finished for the day, Zane’s quick actions probably saved all 8 lives, at serious risk to his own. As you can probably guess, Zane won the Courage in Lifesaving Award this year, which included a rescue board for the Club. 


Other awards won by the Club included the Competition Pointscore, the Handicap Pointscore, the Surf Life Saving Championship Pointscore, the March Past Handicap Pointscore, the U/19 Surf Boat Pointscore, and Julie Isbill gained a rare High Commendation in Lifesaver of The Year. New member Naomi Flood won the Athlete of the Year, and President Al Seeney was lucky to get back to his food, with all the trophies he had to collect on the Club’s behalf. Well done everyone involved in gaining these great awards.
