WELL DONE !


Latest rescue news ! Sunday 13th November 1pm, just on patrol changeover, the patrol is called to help a 50 year old man found floating face down in knee deep water. Apparently he’d had a massive heart attack, and was dragged out of the water by someone who’d noticed him.


The patrol got to the scene, and found no pulse or respiration. With the Council lifeguards, they got resus going, followed by oxygen and cardiac defibrillator. It took a long time to get any response, but eventually they got a heartbeat, only to lose it again, and get it back once more. By this time, a Savers player who is an emergency ambulance paramedic arrived to help, followed by two ambulance Intensive Care units, who helped stabilize the man and took him to hospital.


Despite the long time spent knocking on the Pearly Gates, the bloke is now sitting up in hospital talking to his family. The Ambulance and paramedics were full of praise for the efforts of our patrol and Council lifeguards in teaming up to save another life. Well done to all involved, and congratulations on a job well done.
