John McGrath’s Market Review Winter 2007 

We have seen a dramatic change in the Sydney market over the past six months, with a significant improvement in buyer demand and seller confidence. Sydney wide clearance rates are now above 60% and climbing, indicating a healthy market. The market improvement is occurring predominantly in two areas - Sydney’s inner and middle rings, following three slow years. The outer areas are still struggling, with a large number of mortgagee sales and declining prices in the South West and West regions. Sydney’s median property prices have remained quite steady.
Anything above 60% clearance is a strong indicator of a healthy market. Anything close to 80% is considered extremely strong. In May, we saw some extraordinary numbers. Australian Property Monitors reports that over the four Saturdays in May, 1342 properties were listed for auction - a significant 333 more than in May 2006. The average clearance rate was an extremely impressive 68.4%, compared with 50.5% in May 2006. These are the best clearance rates we have seen since the boom in 2003. 
Three prime indicators of an improving market are high clearance rates, above reserve sale prices and an increasing number of properties selling prior to auction. We are seeing more properties selling at auction for prices exceeding expectations. Buyers are competing enthusiastically and sellers are much more confident than they were last year. We are also recording more sales prior to auction because buyers are optimistic and motivated to pay a premium to secure the property they want. SKI RACK ALLOCATIONS SEASON 07-08


As everyone knows, space is at a premium when it comes to storing gear at the Club. For that reason, the Club Committee moved last year to allocate racks for skis, and a separate allocation for boards.

On the last page of this newsletter is the form EVERYONE who wants a SKI rack in season 2007-08 HAS to fill in.

As noted on the form, competitors then active patrolling members get priority, per Committee decision. (There is a full spectrum of priorities available if anyone needs to see it.)

Any skis that do not have a rack space allocated must be removed from Club premises, and stored elsewhere. Last seasons allocations end on July 31st, so get organised with your request for a spot.

As we now have a number of younger, smaller competitors as well as female competitors, we will try to allocate the lower racks to those members, so you might not get your original rack space again. Ski owners should fill in the form, and get it back to Club admin asap, or miss out for next season.


Please note that final decisions on this are made by the Club Committee, NOT the Ski Captain. So if you don’t get what you want, don’t complain to the Ski Captain – it’s not his responsibility.
