SKI STORAGE AT THE CLUB


After a big workload, we now have all skis that should be here at the Club allocated to a specific rack space. All other skis MUST be taken away by their owners, or the Club will have to remove them. If owners cannot be found, the skis will be disposed of by the Club as abandoned.

Per Club By-Law S-3:  

No person is to store a ski on Club premises without the Management Committee written approval, and no person may store more than one ski without the additional written approval of the Management Committee.

Three months from the end of July 2002, any ski not identified, as described above, will be disposed of by the Club at its discretion as abandoned, or as unallocated Club property.

Any person storing their ski in the wrong storage space will have their storage privileges revoked.


The Committee will be performing the next clean-out of skis stored without allocated rack space on 30th June, which is heaps of time to remove your ski if it has to go. After that, skis will be taken off the Club premises without further notice if they do not have an allocated rack, or written permission to be there.
