OTHER COMPETITION RESULTS


Tremendous results for our Club across all competition areas since the last newsletter. We won the point score at our Carnival by a big margin, and won every aspect of the Branch Championship point scores as well (Nippers, Open & Masters). Once again our competitors were able to focus on their events due to the huge amount of work done in the background to ensure things ran smoothly for them.


At Branch Championships we had plenty of great results. Among all the medals were a number of graduating Nippers who competed in their first senior Championships, and some who won their first senior medal, including Pat Humphries. Congratulations to every Nipper who took part – they also backed up for the Nipper Branch the next day. Cadet Michael Rawson also won his first medal for the senior Club. There are too many great efforts at Branch as well as medals to mention individually, but we think we have a new record for the number of medals won by a member of our Club (and possibly any Club) at a championships. Flo Epper won 16, yes sixteen, medals at Branch!!

Another quiet day at the beach for Flo and all her Club mates in the various events.

Naomi Flood hit the front in the Nutri-Grain point score, and held on to win the whole series. Naomi is the first girl from NSW to win a series, and the last event was a real nail biter with the series win up for grabs till the last few seconds of the last race. Well done to Naomi and her coaches.

Murray Stewart and Jo Brigden-Jones had a great weekend at the Australian Grand Prix (kayaking, not racing cars) at Penrith, with both of them winning races and beating current Olympians in individual and team events. A Huge confidence booster going into State and Nationals.

Finally, we have four representatives in the NSW State team for the Interstate during Nationals in Perth. Congratulations to NSW team co-Captain Naomi Flood, Murray Stewart, Robbie Jones and Pat Humphries. CLUB REDEVELOPMENT


Final plans have been drawn up, and all the many consultant reports are in the hands of our fabulous Club Architect Greg Coppin. (This exercise is massively more complicated than a DA for a house or unit). The DA has been submitted to Manly Council, so we’re on the way.

With huge help from Robbie Stewart and his team at Turner & Townsend, we have strong direction and pre-planning for the project. Further steps towards actually beginning construction will obviously depend on the progress of the DA through Council, but again, we have timelines for all aspects of the project.


While our Club has some funds, and Manly Council have committed some money to assist, every member needs to be aware that we will need financial help from everyone, and then some. Former Treasurer Tim Trumbull is heading up our Fundraising Taskforce, and a number of members have donated very generously to the Building Fund. This generosity has helped us get to DA stage with all the consultants reports done without taking money from our Club operational budget.


As noted before, it’s going to cost about $2000 per member, and some members and families won’t have the resources. Others can and have donated more than their share, to help out. Your support, your company’s support, all your networks support is needed to get this project done for the benefit of all. And thanks to those who have helped us get to this stage of the redevelopment we so badly need.

CLUB FEES FOR 2009-2010
