PATROLS HAVE STARTED

NOTES FROM THE ADMIN OFFICE

OVERDUE FEES - Members are reminded that fees are due prior to 1 October 2006. I refer you to Item 65.5 of the MLSC Constitution “Any member failing to pay their subscription by October 1st in any year shall not be entitled to any privileges of the Club so long as the subscription shall remain in arrears. And at the discretion of the Management Committee, if the arrears are not paid by that date, membership may be terminated.”

INCOMPLETE MEMBERSHIPS - As per my renewal pack cover letter, we are unable to process memberships that are incomplete. Some members have neglected to return their Prohibited Employment (Child Protection) Declaration and/or Offer to Assist form. Clubs have been instructed by SLSA not to accept memberships unless this declaration is signed; the latter is an important planning resource.  If you elect not to sign the Declaration, you are required to advise in writing stating the reason. 

BADGES – ALL membership applications are sent to the Management Committee for review. If you have not received your badge it could be because:

- your application has not been received (Honorary and Life Members are required to return their forms) or is incomplete – forms not signed / forms missing

- your payment is missing or incorrect

- your membership is waiting for Committee review

- you are a C graded member who has not sent an intention to commit to patrol duties

We are dealing with completed memberships first and will contact those members who have submitted incomplete applications as soon as possible. 

NIPPER PARENT MEMBERS are reminded that, once your child/ren have moved on from Nippers, you are required to apply for Associate membership or to apply for Senior membership and register for Bronze Medallion training.
