OUR PROUD HISTORY, PART 1
The history of Manly Life Saving Cub has an extraordinary close parallel with the history of surf bathing or surfing in Australia.
This great club emanated from the first surf club….. Manly Surf Club as distinct from Bondi and Bronte Surf Life Saving Clubs.
In considering the genesis of this club we need to look at the late 1800’s society where in 1880 to 1890 people began to realise the health giving qualities of salt water….open-sea water and further that broken waves provided a tingling massage to bodies of persons game enough to stand waist deep in the water.
They bathed on this beach right in this southern corner from dawn until 7 am. A law forbade them to bathe in the open after sunrise and this was strictly policed.
An islander named Tommy Tanna, a local gardener astounded people by swimming beyond his depth and actually returning to the beach on a wave described then as like a “billet of wood” with his head and shoulders protruding. 
From this it is recorded that the police chased from the water the brothers Freddie and Sid Williams each morning at dawn because they had learnt the art of cracking a wave. From this the other locals caught on and men from beaches south of the harbour travelled to the manly village to learn the art. The Manly watermen were invited all over Sydney to demonstrate the art of catching a wave and from this Manly has had the undisputed distinction of having introduced surf body shooting in Australian.
From this, Manly beach then achieved the distinction of changing the laws that made daylight bathing illegal when in 1902 the Manly Daily editor William Gocher crusaded against these laws in print and in deed when he publicly announced that he was going to bath at midday for 3 successive Sundays in defiance of the laws. Thousands watched him defy the laws. As a result bathing was then allowed in neck to knee costumes from then on.
When Manly Life Saving club was formed Gocher became an honorary member and passed away in 1921.

OFF-SEASON ACHIEVEMENTS
Murray Stewart, Dean Gardiner, Naomi Flood and Jo Brigden-Jones all recently competed in the US Surfski Champs in San Francisco.  Murray and Jo went straight from the world sprint kayaking champs and therefore weren't ideally prepared from a 29km ski race.
Top result was Naomi, winning the open women’s by a fairly large margin – well done Naomi.  Jo came 3rd in the women’s, Dean came 3rd in the men’s, and Murray was 5th.  The field was tough, with top paddlers from South Africa, Australia, Europe and the US racing.  The margin between the top 5 men was very slim for such a long race, with four out of the top 5 spots going to Aussies (former Northern Beaches ironman Jeremy Cotter won the event).
Murray and Dean backed up the next day to come 2nd in the double ski race and win the relay race by miles.  Manly's long distance paddlers will now set their sights on the Ocean Series and Fenn Cup series which kick off in late September and run until early January.
After her top performances at the Sprint World Championships, Jo Brigden-Jones has received an invitation from Canoe Kayak Canada to compete in the Mazda 200m Knockout Competition.
The Mazda Canoe Kayak Knockout is a series of flat-water canoe and kayak races featuring some of the world’s top elite paddlers.  The event pins the best paddlers against each other in a series of highly explosive 200 metre sprint races. Athletes race for cash and in the past two years over $40,000 in cash prizes have been awarded.  This is fantastic Jo, well done and good luck from all of us at Manly.

COURSES
If you want to up-skill, the club is continually running courses of ARC, Beach Management, Senior First Aid, Defib and more. Keep an eye on the emails or the website for future available dates. 
Please be aware that we cannot open the beach unless a member with Spinal Management qualification is signed on. This is a half day course only, and is a relatively new qualification. We also urge our members to gain the simple Defibrillation qualification, as this application is often the difference between life and death.
If you are interested in obtaining your All Terrain Vehicle [ATV] qualification, please contact Michael Christie at chiefinstructor@manlylsc.com. This qualification will be changing soon......  Currently it is simple, if you have an SLSA award, are 17 years of age and have a current drivers licence you are eligible.  Please note that Manly LSC does not have an ATV for general use, however, we do have them as an additional resource at certain events such as carnivals.
